n	 Continuity Clinic Phase I Spring (last week of Jan – 1st week in May)

•	 Time commitment – 1 afternoon/week for a minimum of six afternoons
•	 Students are in the last half of their first year of medical school
•	 Need primary care physicians in Albuquerque area only

n	 Continuity Clinic Phase I Fall (last week of Sept – 1st week in Dec)
•	 Time commitment – 1 afternoon/week for a minimum of six afternoons
•	 Students are in first half of year 2
•	 Need primary care physicians in Albuquerque area only

n	 Practical Immersion Experience (1st week of July – last week of August)
•	 Time commitment – minimum of 3 half days/week, maximum of 5 half days/week during the 8 week period
•	 Students are between year 1 and year 2 medical school
•	 Need primary care physicians (FP, IM, Pd, EM) throughout New Mexico

n	 Family Medicine Phase II Clerkship (scheduled throughout the year)
•	 Time commitment – minimum 5 half-days/week during the 8 weekperiod.
•	 Students are in thier third year
•	 Need Family Medicine physicians throughout New Mexico

n	 Continuity Clinic Phase II (1st week of Sept – last week in February)
•	 Time commitment – 1 afternoon/week for a minimum of 75% of the total # of clinics
•	 Students are taking their required “third year” clerkships
•	 Need all specialties and subspecialties in Albuquerque area only

n	 New Mexico Preceptorship (scheduled throughout the year)
•	Time commitment – minimum of 128 hours over the 4 week rotation
•	 Need all specialties and subspecialties throughout New Mexico
•	 Students are in their forth year
