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No Health Care Reform

The 30-day session of the New Mexico
Legislature is history. Despite the tremen
dous amount of energy expended on
health care reform with the goal of univer

sal coverage, it wasn't to be. The governor
announced that he would call a special
session to take the matter up, but nothing
has yet been announced. NMMS' ad hoc
committee on reform studied the issue for
about a year before drafting legislation
that would have set up a health care
authority responsible for planning and

entrusted with the power to implement
changes that could affect health care in the
state. Simultaneously we worked with the
governor in his efforts toward universal
coverage. In January, the NMMS Council,
voted to not proceed with our legislation

after NMMS was successful in amending
the governor's bill (see NMMS Council,
page 2). The hope had been that legista
tors would have one reform bill to consid

er that had buy-in from stakeholders. That
also didn't happen. In addition to the gov

ernor's bill, at least 4 others were intro

duced. It was evident going into the ses
sion that 30 days was not enough time to
find a solution everyone could live with (if

that was to happen at all). Also complicat

ing matters was a sharp division between
the legislature and governor over control
on reform decisions and how reform would

be financed.

The state budget was passed with some
where between a $10 and $20 million
shortfall for Medicaid expenditures, thus
our bill asking for automatic yearly increas
es was D.O.A. (Hopefully the next bit of
news WON'T be provider decreases.)

1521 bills were introduced this session
with only about 10% passing both houses.
The governor has until March 5 to act.
Thus far he has signed only 6 into law.

More than a dozen bills on NMMS' track

ing list passed including SB127 that will
pay the first year license fee for residents;
HB 89 that lists requirements for physician
assistants; HB 167 Birthforce Retention
Fund; HB 177, suspension and reporting

regs regarding medical liscenses. The

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Council Considers NMMS Legislative Agenda

Human Services Department SecretaryPam Hyde
reviewed the latest version of the governor's health care
reform bill, HealthSOLUTIONS with the Council at its
winter quarterly meeting January 12 and answered ques
tions. Following her presentation, the Council defeated a
motion that NMMS endorse the bill exclusively but
instead adopted a motion to endorse any of the bills
expected to be introduced at the 30 day session begin
ning January 15 that met the principles for health care
reform adopted by the 2007 NMMS House of Delegates.

NMMS legal counsel and lobbyisfohn Anderson JD
said that health care reform would consume most of the
NMMS legislative agenda, but reviewed the additional
key measures the Society will introduce at the 2008 New
Mexico Legislative session which include: 1. A gross
receipts tax deduction for co-pays and deductibles; 2. A
physician Medicaid fee increase which includes an annu
al inflation inflator. There was discussion regarding a
HPV vaccine bill to be introduced by SenatorSteve
Komadina MD . Many specialty societies, including

pediatric and family practice physicians are supporting
the bill as are the College of Physicians and the New
Mexico Department of Health. Mr. Anderson said a New
Mexico Medical Board bill that pays medical resident
license fees will be introduced, and said that no amend

ments to the New Mexico Medical Malpractice Act are
expected, however HM-25, a study of the act which

passed in the 2007 legislative session, will proceed with
its recommendations due for the 2009 session.

Albert Kwan MD reported on a job fair for health pre
fessionals which NMMS co-sponsored with University
Health Sciences, and on the opening of an office at the
university with the mission of matching physician prac
tices with residents and fellows. Expect to hear more
about this. This is a great opportunity to hopefully avoid
the high cost of recruiting physicians for practices.

Complete minutes have been posted on the NMMS web
site on the Meetings page. The next Council meeting is
May 8 at noon at the Marshall Building.

NPl Implementation

March 1 - the last date claims will be accepted with just a lega
cy number. All claims must now include your NPl number.

May 23 - ONLY the NPI on all public and commercial claims,
paper and electronic. NO legacy numbers to be used at all.

More Medicare — PQRI

Physicians who participated in the July-December, 2007
Physicians Quality Reporting Initiative should be receiving
their bonus checks. The word we have is that "the check is
in the mail" sometime after February. The program was
extended for an additional year. Physicians who are par
ticipating in the PQRI from January-December of this year
will receive a 1.5% bonus of Medicare's allowed charges
for the year.
