



<Policy on Honoraria>
<Name of Accredited Provider>
Faculty Honoraria for CME Activities 

It is appropriate for faculty of conferences and enduring materials to accept reasonable honoraria and to accept reimbursement for reasonable travel, lodging, and meal expenses. The amount of honoraria should not be influenced by representatives of industry or other financial contributors to the activity.

<Name of Accredited Provider>, as a New Mexico Medical Society -accredited CME provider, will determine the amount of honoraria using the following criteria <add or delete as appropriate>:

· Expertise of proposed faculty

· Market value (what faculty request)

· Status of proposed faculty – <name of accredited provider> staff, professional consultant, location
· Amount of confirmed grant money

· Amount of registration fee that could be charged

· Number of expected participants

The range of honoraria will fall between <dollar amounts>. The planning committee for each activity will determine specific guidelines for implementing this policy.

NMS offers this sample as a template for providers to use as a mechanism for managing faculty honoraria. This form is not required and will not guarantee a NMMS finding of “compliance” for the Standards for Commercial Support.
